Jesus was a Jewish man- do you picture him that way? Maybe not. 
People around the world often picture him in their own ethnic background. In Jamaica, Jesus may have dreadlocks. In Asia, Jesus will look Asian. In Mexico, Hispanic. You get the idea.
 Also, people like to picture Jesus at different ages. Some like baby Jesus, the child Jesus, the adult Jesus. Some like to picture Him at different events like the crucifixion, resurrection, walking on water. 
These pictures are oil on canvas, watercolors, statues, tattoos, stills of actors in movies. 
You will be preparing a Powerpoint presentation on The Many Faces of Jesus. You will have a title slide and a works cited slide. Be sure to keep track of the websites where you find your pictures. Google Images is not a citation. 
There will be 15 unique content slides. Jesus will be many ages, ethnic backgrounds, and at various events in the pictures that you select. 
Pictures will be large, leaving only a space to write one sentence stating what the picture is. If you “stretch” a picture and it is disproportionate- don’t use it. If you “stretch” a picture and it is pixelated (blurry)- don’t use it. If the picture isn’t clear, the slide won’t count.
